RECITAL CHECH-IN PROCEDURES:

When you arrive, please head to the check-in tables
located inside Building 100, directly next to the theatre
(to the right if you are facing the theatre entrance).
Please follow the directional signs.

The Check-In Process:

» One Parent Only: To keep the area clear,
only one parent or guardian should
approach the check-in table.

* Alphabetical Tables: Tables will be
organized by your child’s last name.

e Wristbands: Upon check-in, you
will receive a pink wristband.

* 3 & 4 year olds will follow the check in process below.

Important: You must be wearing this pink wristband to
enter Building 100 after the recital to pick up your child.
No one will be permitted for pickup without it. We
appreciate your patience as we work to get everyone
checked in quickly and safely!

FOR PARENTS OF 3 & 4-VEAR-OLDS
(BALLET/TAP & BALLET/TUMBLE ONLY):

» Check in at your designated 3 & 4 year old table.

» You will be issued a black wristband.

« This wristband is required to enter the backstage

area to pick up your dancer at intermission.

e 3 & 4 year olds in ballet/tap and ballet/tumble
will be released at intermission.

DROP-OFF & SECURITY DETAILS:

After check-in, students will be escorted to their areas by
our staff. Please note that the backstage area is restricted
to staff and official Backstage Mom volunteers only. This is
a strict safety protocol to ensure we have full control over
the area at all times.

Thank you for your understanding and for helping us
make this a safe event for all!

DANCING DADS INSTRUCTIONS:

Check in your dancer between:
e 9:30am - 9:45am for the morning show
 2:30pm - 2:45pm for the afternoon show

(Please do not arrive earlier than these times)

« After check-in, your child will be escorted by a staff
member to drop off their belongings in Building 100.
Please let our staff know that your child is part of
Dancing Dads. Your child will return to you (please
wait for them), and you will proceed to the stage
with your daughter for the Father/Daughter Dance.
After the dance, students will be escorted back to
their room or table by staff. Reminder for dad: Please
leave personal belongings such as car keys, wallets,
and phones with a loved one before going backstage
as there will be nowhere to store belongings.

« After the Dancing Dad'’s performance, Dads will exit
the stage area and go to their seat in the theatre.

SECURITY NOTICE:

A security guard will be stationed at the side gate where
dancers enter. For the safety of all performers, this gate will
be locked once the show begins. No one, including parents
and children will be permitted to enter or exit after that time.
Students are dismissed after finale. Please arrive on time to avoid
any issues. Thank you for helping us keep our dancers safe!

DANCERS ARRIVE READVY!

Students should arrive ready in the costume for their first
dance. If your child is in multiple classes, additional costumes
should be brought in labeled garment bags, with accessories
in labeled ziplock bags. Everything should be labeled with
your child’s name and class.

Please ensure that when your child is wearing their costume
that there are no visible straps or patterns under costumes.
Please make sure that underwear is not coming out of their
costume. If your child needs to change you may purchase a
nude bodysuit to wear underneath for privacy. Please make
sure that it is not showing once costume is on.
